Therefore, it was concluded that the current phytosanitary safeguards of Ghana are insufficient to ensure that consignments of the mentioned commodities originating in Ghana are free from harmful organisms or to avoid the risk of introduction of harmful organisms into the Union through the import of the specified commodities.
