	Description of content: In addition to the general conditions applicable to regulated harmful organisms with quarantine status, detailed measures are laid down against the introduction into and spread within the European Union of Anoplophora glabripennis (Motschulsky) through the import, production and movement of specified plants, and their wood. The measures provide conditions for the import and movement of specified plants (including their specified wood) which are host to the insect, targeted surveys for its possible presence, and for its eradication.
Specified articles include plants for planting, other than seeds, of Acer spp., Aesculus spp., Alnus spp., Betula spp., Carpinus spp., Cercidiphyllum spp., Corylus spp., Fagus spp., Fraxinus spp., Koelreuteria spp., Platanus spp., Populus spp., Salix spp., Tilia spp. and Ulmus spp., and specified categories (CN codes are provided) of wood of these plants.
