In particular, the document specifies that the indicated body:

· maintain the registry of certificates of state registration of products (goods);

· carry out and coordinate the sanitary quarantine control in respect of persons, vehicles and products (goods) subject to the state sanitary epidemiological supervision (control) at border points of the Kyrgyz Republic;

· provide for the state sanitary epidemiological supervision and control of facilities of municipal and household application, food industry, catering, merchandise, water-supply, with harmful working conditions, treatment and preventive and educational institutions, sports, tourist, entertaining, recreational and places of mass recreation;

· carry out sanitary epidemiological assessment of conformity or non-conformity of the documents, buildings, constructions, premises, equipment, transport vehicles, environmental and production facilities to technical regulations, including the requirements of the Customs Union's technical regulations, and Uniform sanitary epidemiological and hygienic requirements for goods subject to sanitary epidemiological supervision (control) approved by paragraph 1 of the Decision of Customs Union Commission "On application of sanitary measures in Customs Union" dated 28 May 2010 N 299.
