	Description of content: The Agreement establishing the animal health quality code for reliable importers, published on 28 May 2010, sets forth the animal quality code for reliable importers (UCON), for procedures relating to the importation of meat, carcasses, viscera and offal which are voluntarily certified by the importers in accordance with the requirements and specifications established in the relevant regulations and the notified Agreement, in order to facilitate inspection procedures without any health risks.
The notified Agreement amending and adding various provisions to the Agreement establishing the animal health quality code for reliable importers, published on 13 November 2014, AMENDS: Article 2; subparagraph (c) and subsections I and II of Article 3; Article 4; the first paragraph of Article 5; Article 6; Article 8; the first paragraph and subparagraphs (a)IV and (b)I, II, VI and VII of Article 9; the first paragraph and subsections II, IV and V of Article 10; the first paragraph of Article 12; and Annex 1; ADDS: subparagraph (d) to Article 3; subsections VI and VII of subparagraph (a), subsections VIII and IX of subparagraph (b) and a second paragraph to Article 9; Article 9bis; and subparagraphs VI and VII to Article 10; and REPEALS: Article 7; subsection V of 9(b); subsections I and III of Article 10; and Articles 11 and 14, of the Agreement establishing the animal health quality code for reliable importers, published in the Diario Oficial de la Federación (Official Journal) on 28 May 2010.
The amendment of the Agreement establishing the animal health quality code for reliable importers will consequently improve the animal health inspection system, through the rapid processing of applications relating to procedures for the importation of livestock products, and reduce the risk of introducing exotic and controlled diseases, thereby safeguarding domestic production and the health of Mexican consumers.
The notified Agreement will enter into force on the day following its publication in the Official Journal.
