Details of the safety standards, among the prohibited acts of the importers, have been defined, which should be observed by the importer and commissioned by the Act (paragraph (8) of the Article 21 of the Proposition)

Safety standards:  "Safety standards prescribed by the Ordinance of the Ministry for the Food, Agriculture, Forestry and Fisheries" refer to the residue limit requirements of harmful substances and standards for pathogenic microorganisms which bring about food borne illness such as Enterobacter sakazakii, and Bacillus cereus etc.

Prohibited acts of the importer in the partly amended Act
Article 15 (3) of the Livestock Products Sanitation Act [The Livestock Products Sanitation Act (No. 11100, 22 November 2011, Enforcement date:  23 May 2012)]

Any  person   who  intends  to  report  importation  or  has  reported  importation  in 
accordance with paragraph (1) shall not commit acts that fall under any of the following subparagraphs: 

1.
Act to report importation with false information or in a dishonest manner. 

2.
Act to use or sell imported livestock products for different purposes from the reports that have been made according to the Paragraph (1).  But a case can be excluded if a person, who has been authorized to operate livestock products processing business or meat packaging and processing establishments according to Article 22, or who reported business operation of food producing and processing in accordance with Article 36 of the Food Sanitation Act, received approval to change the uses after reporting the importation of livestock products as raw materials to produce their products.

Act to re-import livestock products that have been returned to the exporting country or taken out to other nations, after being rejected as a result of the test conducted according to paragraph (2).

Act to violate the importation report requirements prescribed in the latter part of paragraph (2).

Act to report importation, although the importer knew or could have known that the ingredient of the livestock products violated the safety standards prescribed by the Ordinance of the Ministry for the Food, Agriculture, Forestry and Fisheries in the ingredient standards, which have been notified in accordance with paragraph (2) of Article 4.
