	Description of content:  The text of the draft regulation comprises two articles.  Article 1 identifies the requirements of the self-defence devices that fall within the scope of the provision and specifies that products that do not comply with such technical characteristics remain governed by special weapons regulations.  Article 2 sets out rules concerning the instructions to be provided on the products and the related packaging, specifies which instructions may be contained on an illustrative leaflet inserted into the product packaging and refers to Articles 11 and 12 of Legislative Decree 206 of 6 September 2005 in relation to labelling and other provisions of the same legislative decree also related to product safety.

	Objective and rationale, including the nature of urgent problems where applicable:  Adoption of the regulation, provided for in Law 94 of 15 July 2009 on "Provisions in the field of public safety" is intended to remove the products in question, which are not intended to cause personal injury, from weapons legislation so that they can be sold to the general public without applying the limitations and procedures provided for in special weapons legislation.  The text results from the amendment of the draft corresponding to notification 2009/0596/I as specified by Italy during the written consultation undertaken in relation to said notification.
