	Description of content:  This draft resolution establishes the health requirements to be observed on the packaging and advertising materials of tobacco smoking products restricted to the selling points.
All tobacco smoking products must have in its packaging and on all advertising materials warnings and health messages about the health problems related to the consumption of these products. 
Among others, the draft technical regulation prohibits internet sales of tobacco smoking products; promotional approach aiming to promote, persuade, sell or encourage the consumption of tobacco products; the distribution of free sample of tobacco products; and the sponsorship of any artistic, scientific, educational, cultural or sports activities. 

This Resolution will enter into force on the date of adoption. However, Anvisa will grant a period of 180 (one hundred and eighty) days from the date of entry into force of this Resolution for manufacturers to make available to retailers packaging and advertising materials of tobacco smoking  products that comply with this Resolution. 

After this period, all the packaging and advertising material that do not comply with the requirements of this Regulation have to be placed out of the market by the company. 

This Resolution is based on the WHO Framework Convention on Tobacco Control.    

This draft Resolution revokes Anvisa's Resolution RDC n. 10, 15 February 2007, Resolution RDC n. 54, 6 August 2008, Resolution RDC n. 17,  30 April 2009, Resolution RDC n. 15, 17 January 2003.  After the transitional period, Anvisa's Resolution RDC n. 335, 21 November 2003 will be revoked as well.
