Processed agricultural products containing rabbit meat are excluded from this mandatory labelling if they originate in countries where equivalent prohibited rearing methods are in force.

Meat from rabbit originating in a country where there is a proof of equivalent bans on rearing methods based on private guidelines is also exempt from mandatory labelling.
