	Description of content:  The draft decree consists of three Articles and two technical Annexes. 
Article 1, which replaces Article 157 of the current legislative decree concerning the "Radiometric supervision of materials and semi-finished metal products", stipulates the obligations and the parties obliged to carry out supervision activities on imported metallic waste materials or semi-finished metal products.  It refers to a successive decree, which stipulates the submission of the notification procedure at the planning stage, the definition of application procedures, the content of radiometric supervision certificates as well as the list of semi-finished products subject to supervision. 

Article 2 stipulates that, up until the adoption of the decree to which Article 1 refers, supervision of semi-finished metal products shall be carried out on the products indicated in Annex I and that second- or third-grade qualified experts, included on the lists pursuant to the current legislation, shall use the form in Annex II.  Article 3 contains an invariance clause concerning the tasks that are the responsibility of public finance. 

The Annexes contain, respectively: 

1. - The list of semi-finished products which must be supervised; 

2. - The form to be used to issue the certificate of supervision.

	Objective and rationale, including the nature of urgent problems where applicable:  It is necessary to adopt this measure to regulate setting up on national territory a system of radiometric supervision extended to include semi-finished metal products, with a view to protecting consumer and worker health in order to guarantee, through uniform application of the notified measures, that no barriers to industry and trade are created. 
As the aim of the draft is to protect the environment and health, with particular attention to the prevention and protection of the population and of workers against possible accidental exposure to ionising radiation, it is clear that radiometric supervision of materials or semi-finished products is particularly important in order to detect the presence of anomalous levels of radioactivity or of any possible disused sources and the associated unpredictability.
