	Description of content: The notified Interministerial Order (Technical Regulation) provides for the mandatory application of Malian Standard (MALINORM) MN‑01‑03/008:2010: Common wheat flour enriched with iron, zinc and B vitamins.
This Standard establishes the specifications for common wheat flour enriched with iron, zinc and B vitamins that is intended for human consumption.
It applies to wheat flour obtained from Triticum aestivum Linné (common wheat) or Triticum compactum Host. (club wheat) or from a mixture of the two.

It does not apply to products obtained from durum wheat (Triticum durum Desf.) alone or in association with another type of wheat, coarse wholewheat flour, or flour or semolina obtained from common wheat (Triticum aestivum L.) or club wheat (Triticum compactum Host.) or a mixture of the two.

The mandatory Standard's other technical specifications are annexed to the document "Malian Standard MALINORM MN-01-03/008:2010: Common wheat flour enriched with iron, zinc and B vitamins", which is attached to this notification.

	Objective and rationale, including the nature of urgent problems where applicable: The notified Interministerial Order seeks to address the micronutrient deficiencies that pose a public health problem in Mali, in particular in terms of maternal and infant mortality. The Government's strategy involves enriching, with micronutrients, foods that are consumed on a large scale, i.e. by the most vulnerable sectors of the population, including common wheat flour.
