	Description of content:  The amended formulation proposed technical regulations in order to develop topics related to issuing of the declaration of conformity, marking products with national mark of conformity - SM, accurate nomenclature of products covered by the regulation and products which are not included in scope of the technical regulation.

	Objective and rationale, including the nature of urgent problems where applicable:  In the current text of the Technical Regulation, a conformity declaration for telecommunications terminal equipment and radio equipment is issued by the manufacturer (importer). Declaration is issued on the basis of examination of the technical documentation and the results of conformity assessment, as well as on the basis of the certificate of conformity for these products. With adoption of the Law No. 235 of 01 December 2011 on accreditation and conformity assessment has been created a new legal framework that does not require mandatory certification and does not require the use of other brands than SM for radio and telecommunications terminal equipment.
