 Establishes the water consumption standards for water-intensive sanitation equipment, fittings and furnishings, and the energy efficiency values required for electric pumps. These parameters are defined in Annexes 1 and 2 to the Resolution.
 Establishes the procedure for applying to and obtaining technical approval from the National Institute of Water Resources for importation of the devices specified above. This procedure is defined in Annexes 3, 4 and 5 to the Resolution.
 Mandates the Directorate of Water Works in the National Institute of Water Resources to monitor compliance with the Regulation.
 Repeals the previous provisions contained in Resolution No. 28/2006 of the President of the National Institute of Water Resources.
 NB: As a result of institutional restructuring, since January 2013 the Directorate for Rational Use of Water has been responsible for monitoring compliance with the Resolution.
